


Day Two:

Today’s work involved becoming familiar with AP literary terms.
The terms that you have are not all-inclusive, nor will all of them necessarily appear on any one given AP exam.  Rather, these are a collection of terms that have been used on AP Literature exams in the past.  It is less important to memorize a dictionary definition of these terms and more important that you are able to apply/use/understand them (although this implies that you have a feel for what the term means).  
Your goal, then, is to study these terms and how they are used on AP exams.  There are several books in the room that contain sample AP multiple choice tests as well as essay and free response questions.  Read from a variety of these sources to understand how the terms are used.  You may also visit www.collegeboard.com and connect to AP Central to access copies of released (past) AP Literature exams.  For definitions you may use literary terms glossaries or the Internet.
So now you’re saying, “Okay, but now I’m confused.  What exactly do I have to turn in to you?”  Here it is:
